Year 10 students have been busily contacting 
employers to organise their work experience for 
next July.  Many (57 out of 170) have arranged 
exciting placements and have sorted out their 
Health & Safety Forms.

Interschool Debating 
 

On 26th November, three Kineton students gave 
up their precious Saturday to take part in the 
prestigious University of Warwick interschool 
debating competition.  They were up against 80 
teams from schools all over the country.  Many of 
the young people taking part are members of 
debating societies and have attended several such 
competitions before.   
 

The Kineton teams were true novices - Matt and 
Naomi had enjoyed three hours of practice prior to 
the competition, and David (an emergency 
replacement for a 6th former) had NEVER done 
any British Parliamentary style debating; the rest of 
us were still filling him in on the rules on the way to 
the announcement chamber!  To make David's 
position even more of a challenge, his team-mate 
was unable to make it at the last minute so he was 
teamed with a student from Burford School whom 
he had never met before (in debate terminology a 
team made up of two "spares" is called a "swing 
team"). 
  

There were two rounds before lunch.  The first 
motion was “This House will make the private sale 
of body parts legal”.  With Naomi‟s specialist 
medical knowledge, Naomi and Matt won their 
heat, which put them in effectively the “Premier 
League”, debating against four other winning teams 
– it is perhaps not surprising that they came last in 
Round Two – in which they had to argue against 
repatriating museum artefacts to their countries of

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origin!  David‟s team did better, coming second.  
After lunch, the next motion was music to Matt‟s 
ears – first opposition to “This House believes the 
Occupy Movement has done more harm than 
good”.  The majority of the other teams (and 
Naomi) had never heard of Occupy, so Kineton A 
achieved second place and high speaker scores.  
The judge admitted to being biased as he was a 
post-grad reading business and finance sponsored 
by a famous accounting firm!  David foolishly went 
down the “banking is evil” road and crashed.  
 

The final round, “Assuming the technology exists, 
this House would replace human soldiers with 
robots” did not go so well for Kineton A, but David‟s 
team achieved another second place. 
 

Overall, Naomi came 71st out of 160 with an 
average points score of 70.50/100. Matt came 88th 
with an average point score of 69.50/100.  David 
gained an average points score of 66.75/100, 
placing him 135th overall. 
 

In debate competitions, your position is based on 
how many rounds you win or come second in, so 
some of the teams ranked higher than Kineton A 
actually achieved lower points scores.  David‟s 
team achieved the highest rank out of all the swing 
teams, coming 56th out of 80, while Naomi and Matt 
came 51st. 
 

The next competition is at the School of Oriental 
and African Studies (University of London) in 
January – anybody in Years 11-13 who fancies 
having a go should see Matt or Naomi.

Did you know…. registering your child for 
Free School Meals gets extra money for 
the school. 
 

The Government gives schools extra money to 
help children from lower income families.  This 
funding is called a „Pupil Premium‟ and it is £488 
for every child registered for Free School Meals. 

Government statistics show that 18% of children in 
state schools in England are entitled to Free 
School Meals but that many don‟t claim them. 

If you are eligible for Free School Meals claiming 
will save you money and the extra funding the 
school then receives will buy valuable resources for 
learning that will support your child‟s education. 

It is simple to check whether you are entitled and to 
apply, you just need to call Warwickshire County 
Council on 01926 742060 or visit 
www.warwickshire.gov.uk/freeschoolmeals.   

KHS operate a smart card system in the canteen 
so, for those children entitled, the money is simply 
preloaded onto a card that the child then uses to 
purchase food from the canteen.  They choose 
what they want and no one except you and your 
child ever knows where the money has come from.  

We understand that this is a sensitive issue and 
that parents can feel reluctant to claim but 
government data shows that the number of children 
eligible is on the increase.  Even if you don‟t want 
your child to have the school meal please still 
register as the school will still get the extra £488. 

Please check whether you are eligible and if you 
are, register before Christmas to make sure your 
child and others in their class don‟t miss out.
