We will be holding an Information Evening for students currently in Year 9, and their parents, to find out more about an 
opportunity to travel to South Africa for two weeks during the Summer Term 2012. 
 
The challenge will be a truly life changing experience allowing your child the opportunity to have a first hand insight into the 
conservation efforts and drives at some of the leading Game Reserves and Bush Survival farms in the Eastern Cape of 
South Africa.  Students should be prepared to get hands on in all aspects of conservation as they will be introduced to a 
whole range of activities and interesting people whose vision it is to make these amazing conservation initiatives work.  Time 
will also be spent at Sandisulwazi High School expanding the knowledge of the students by supporting homework sessions, 
providing leadership in PE and maybe supporting some environmental projects. 
 
Shamwari Game Reserve – 45,000 acres wildlife reserve in the Eastern Cape of South Africa.  This reserve is scenically 
beautiful with diverse vegetation.  This ‘BIG 5’ reserve also boasts an award winning conservation team with whom you will 
assist. 
 
Sandisulwazi High School - A secondary school with 300 students and 13 teachers with a desire to increase attainment in 
literacy. 
 
Esingini Predator Free Reserve.  The accommodation is in purpose built tents with adjoining ablutions.  Three basic meals 
per day are provided.  Breakfast and dinner will be served at the volunteer accommodation.  Lunch is prepared either at the 
house or is taken into the bush as a picnic. 
 
The estimated cost of the visit is £2,200 which includes flights, transport, programmed activities accommodation, and meals.  
Whilst families are responsible for paying the full amount, we will discuss ways in which we can support students to raise 
money toward the visit for themselves on the evening.
